Note: With a used vehicle, we suggest a penetrating spray lubricant t¢ be
applied liberally to all exhaust fasteners and allowing a significant perjod

of time for the chemical to lubricate the threads before attempting to
disassemble.

(figure 1) using a 15mm socket. Unbend the metal tab (figure 2) o
each pipe. After removing these clamps retain them for use in mofint-
ing the new system.

2. Remove (4) crosbrace support bolts using 15mm socket (figure 3 gure

Place hardware to the side.
3. Lubricate all the hangers and rubber isolators.

4. Using a muffler stand or an additional person to hold the rear muffler
into position, remove the hangers from the rubber isolators (figure]4)
and at each rear muffler.

5. Supporting the front exhaust assembly, remove front section pipe$ and
carefully slide assembly forward removing tips from valence and dare-

fully remove exhaust assembly from the vehicle as shown (figure p).

Ibs. making sure the clamps openings are not over any
the notches in the pipes.

Before starting your vehicle, make sure to check all wires, hoses, brake
body parts and tires for safe clearance from the exhaust system.

Start vehicle and check for any leaks. If any leaks are found, determine ¢
(such as loose hardware or incorrectly positioned clamp) and repair as n
sary.

Note: When you first start your vehicle after the installation
of your new Borla Performance Exhaust System, there ma
be some smoke and fumes coming from the system. This i
protective oil based coating used in the manufacturing of
mandrel bent performance exhaust tubing. This is not a
problem and will disappear within a very short period of
time after the exhaust has reached normal operating
temperatures.
