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1. Loosen clamps on rear mufflers. (See Fig. 1)

2. Remove hangers from rubber isolators and remove mufflers from
vehicle. Keep hardware for installation. (See Figs. 2 & 3)

1. Place clamp on inlet pipe of R/H Muffler Assembly. Insert hang-
ers into rubber isolators. ( See Fig. 4)

2. Repeat for L/H Muffler Assembly. (See Fig.5)

3. Check your exhaust system for proper clearance under the vehicle
and also for tip alignment. (See Fig.6)

4. Once position has been determined to be correct, tighten the
clamps to 32-35 ft. Ibs. IMPORTANT: Make sure the clamp
bolt is positioned between pipe notches.

5. Before starting your vehicle, make sure to check all wires, hoses,
brake lines, body parts and tires for safe clearance from the ex-
haust system.

6. Start vehicle and check for any leaks. If any leaks are found, de-
termine cause (such as loose or incorrectly positioned clamp) and
repair as necessary.
